Supermileage Car with the Club.  
This project is part of the hands 
on approach that the Cedarville 
University Engineering Department takes with its students.  
The focus of this project is building a supermileage car: one 
that gets over 1000 miles a gallon. 
 
The push to design a car like this is simple: gas is a limited 
resource, and we all remember when it cost $4 a gallon.  
They worked to crack this problem through aerodynamics, 
a high efficiency engine and transmission, and an easy 
rolling chassis.  The results speak for themselves: they did 
an amazing job. 
 
How amazing?  The Cedarville Supermileage Car can go to 
California on two gallons of gas.  The trip will take five days, 
one of the trade offs for the better mileage.
